Order Tracking

Options include:
a. Use paper sign-up sheets
to register subscribers. The sign-up
sheets are collected by us weekly. We

manage the rest.

b. Subscribers can go online to

purchase subscriptions directly. Here,

they designate which organization
they would like to support. Therefore,
the organization is able to continually

raise funds with minimal effort. You

simply send out written or email notifi-
cations. This takes much of the pressure
off of the organization.
